	Presented to a group of volunteers from a VIO or project within a VIO, who have achieved more by working together.

	Management Committee of the Year
	Presented to a management committee / board of trustees who have given especially committed and effective leadership to their organisation

	Volunteer Manager of the Year
	Presented to a volunteer manager (paid or unpaid) for showing excellence and empathy in their management of volunteers.  Nominations should be made by volunteers.

	Volunteer Programme of the Year
	Presented to a VIO whose Volunteer Programme demonstrates excellence in volunteer management with a high quality of volunteer training, supervision and support.
